The course of this pandemic has taught us to be nimble and adaptable
and, as we look ahead to 2021, we will stay focused on forecasting and planning responsibly. In particular, we are
using this time to strengthen the goals and intended outcomes of the Assemblée Internationale festival, with a
special emphasis on collaboration and inclusion. In this way, the festival will not only retain its core importance as a
collaborative forum in the global ballet community, but will also more closely reflect our commitment to strengthening
equity, diversity and inclusion at all levels of dance.
